5. Top 2 enter final play-off for title. (Best of 3)

6. Bottom player from Division 1 is automatically relegated; the winner of Division 2 is automatically promoted for next season’s event. The players finishing 2nd and 3rd in Division 2 play off against the players finishing 2nd and 3rd last from Division 1. (Final championship weekend). (Best of 3)

7. If players are not available on particular dates the designated matches must be played before the next scheduled games.
